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Reducing Preventable Exclusion – the 20%+ market for accessibility, speed and simplicity of keypad design.

There have been numerous attempts to redefine the current legacy mobile and qwerty keypads for hand held text, including Fast Tap and Frog Pad. 
Our research shows that the Tx12 keypad is the fastest and simplest alternative keypad design that requires no new layout for physical or touch screens aps as it uses current 12 key configurations with a simple re-configuration of the alphabet. We believe this is critical for both adoption by manufacturers, operators and users alike as a simple message of an ‘accessible alternative’ creates the marketing, PR and branding opportunity. 
We also believe that for the billions of existing and potential users of hand-held devices, the Tx12 could help revolutionise the lives of those with spelling, physical and visual disabilities and communication difficulties like dyspraxia and dyslexia (like myself) as well as the 20% illiteracy and education markets. There is a significant opportunity as well with the age market with our aging population with eyesight and dexterity issues – but the great thing is, the Tx12  is 50% faster and easier for everyone, as it is much faster for ‘txt’ and predictive too; T9 and Zi. 

With the advent of touch screen and text to speech (TTS) the long gestation and development of the Tx12 has made this a solution that can now be easily created as an application as well as a physical product. Rather than trying to create this myself I am offering the license rights together with the rights to the EASY! educational concept is this is of interest as well. I am sure you will find Tx12 of financial, social, ethical and commercial benefit. If the EU is right with 30-40% e-exclusion then the ability to input text and txt for all should be a significant commercial.
